Having children help with the laundry builds confidence, independence, language and math skills along with sensory awareness. To take advantage of this we will host a “Sharing Your Dirty Laundry” event to demonstrate how to make the chore an  opportunity to interact with children in a “Teachable Moment” kind of way.  

	What activities will take place?
	We will conduct an icebreaker with the parents, work with the parents to sort laundry (whites, darks, etc.) then demonstrate how to talk during the chore “pants are long” , “this shirt is striped”, “these towels are soft” etx. We will show parents how to talk about folding and putting laundry away too.

	We’ll send an invitation home to parents with a clothes pin attached; asking them to hang the reminder in a place they will see it every day.
